Leave taken with
insufficient reasons must be marked as “unjustified” on the school’s attendance register.

People have been asking for an update of our policy on students having phones at school. Students in Years 3 to 6 now
have lockers that can be used to house their devices so they no longer need to be kept in the office. However, if parents
are to be contacted regarding an issue or need their child to be given a message, this is to be carried out through the
school office. Students are not to use devices, including phones, to communicate outside the school except as directed by
their teachers for learning. Please contact the school if you need to discuss younger students and phones.

My thanks to you all for your support this term as well. | certainly hope your children are coming home full of excitement
about their learning and achievements. Next term we will be giving them a lot more opportunity of sharing their learning
with you.
