PROGRAM

Tuesday 15th - Thursday 17th May 2018

The National Assessment Program — Literacy and Numeracy (NAPLAN) is an annual assessment for
students in Years 3 and 5. It has been an everyday part of the school calendar since 2008.

NAPLAN tests the sorts of skills that are essential for every child to progress through school and life, such
as reading, writing, spelling and numeracy. The assessments are undertaken nationwide, every year, in the
second full week in May.

NAPLAN is made up of tests in the four areas (or ‘domains’) of:
e reading

e writing

e language conventions (spelling, grammar and punctuation)
® numeracy.

NAPLAN tests skills in literacy and numeracy that are developed over time through the school curriculum.
While participation by all students is expected, students may be withdrawn from the testing program by
their parent/carer. This is a matter for consideration by individual parents/carers. Withdrawals are
intended to address issues such as religious beliefs and philosophical objections to testing. A formal
application in the manner specified must be received by the principal prior to the testing. Forms are
available from the front office and must be returned by this Friday 4th May, 2018.
